Pre-registration entry fees for the
Tommy Ten K and Daffodil Dash are $30. After Thursday April 27 at noon, the late registration fee is an
additional $10 for each race. Sussex Consortium students are FREE. Registration fees are non-
refundable. On race day, registration begins at 8:00 AM at the Lewes Ferry Terminal and a free kiddie
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race takes place prior to the adult race events. Both races start at 9:00 AM. An awards ceremony will
follow the race events.
